Superintendent Brent McArdle reported on the following items:  

· Community member Doug Doolin will present an American flag to the District at an assembly on August 24.  The flag was flown over a Marine base in Iraq on July 4.

· A decision as to whether or not to sell bonds should be made next month.

· Dr. McArdle will continue to refine the budget for the hearing prior to the September 21, 2006, board meeting.

· Several hand-outs were distributed to the Board:  a report on ACT results (college readiness) for high school juniors who would have taken the test in Spring, 2006; a report showing revenue for the past two years and the coming year; an article on TIF districts; a bulletin regarding TRS changes; and a report showing Annual Yearly Progress for each building in the District.

Elementary School Principal Dale Heidbreder reported on the following items:

· The enlarged playground has been striped for games such as foursquare, and basketball hoops are installed.  The new swing sets have been placed in the grassy area.
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· A sign has been ordered for the outside entrance to the Elementary School nearest the office.  The elementary Student Council is funding the sign project.

· Current enrollment is 243 for grades K – 6.
· ISAT scores should be received in time to be reported at the September board meeting.
· Teachers participated in workshops prior to the beginning of school on various topics.

· Recommended Janice Ehle to be employed as a cook, and Shannon Peters to be employed as a teacher’s aide.

· Mr. Heidbreder reported on the cafeteria for the 2005-06 school year and reported a positive fund balance…the first in several years.

Junior High / High School Principal Rick Baker reported on the following items:

· Current enrollment at the junior high level is 100, and high school enrollment is 178.

· Preliminary ISAT scores look good; PSAE results forthcoming.

· Teachers participated in workshops prior to the beginning of school on various topics.  English teachers worked on curriculum map and the Math curriculum is being looked at as well.

· Installation of new network servers has necessitated extra troubleshooting on computers.

· The air-conditioning is being serviced.

· Water pipes burst in the science lab just prior to school starting, causing additional cleaning and changing of ceiling tiles.

· Some of the instructional supplies were infested with mites, but the custodians worked diligently to clean everything affected.

· Fall athletics are underway with participation numbers as follows:  high school volleyball, 28; football cheerleading, 7; football, 30; jr. high baseball, 14; and, golf, 10.

· Determining credits for upper classmen entering school from being home-schooled is difficult.
