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Superintendent Curt Nettles provided board members with written information and also
reported on the following items:

The new network server for the district and memory update for the elementary
computer lab has been ordered. They will be installed as soon as possible.

A report from the architect about possible projects will be coming in September.

A new law has taken effect that states school districts will receive all of their state aid
revenue prior to June 30, the end of the fiscal year.

The district’s package insurance will be renewed effective September 8, 2008, with a
premium, which decreased $587 under last year’s payment.

Elementary Principal Dale Heidbreder provided board members with written information
and also reported on the following items:

e The Lexington Elementary School PTO is organizing.

e Enrollment is at 285, consisting of 282 students in our facility plus three special
education students attending programs at Metcalf and Hammitt.

e Final ISAT score percentages are expected soon.

e FElementary staff members participated in various professional development
sessions, offered by the district, the week before school started. Staff members
were paid for up to 20 hours, but many worked beyond that.

Junior High / High School Principal Sean Berry provided board members with written
information and also reported on the following items:

Junior high enrollment is at 79; high school at 188.

Athletic participation numbers currently are: JH baseball 17, football 40, HS
volleyball 24, golf 10, football cheerleading 7 and cross-country 3.

Jr. high and high school teachers received training on the new SDS web-based
system, which allows for grades to be posted online for parents to view. Parents will
be notified when the system is ready for their use, tentatively at mid-quarter.

A new freshman mentoring program has been implemented and is going well.

There was a brief discussion regarding fundraising and the general position that it is kept
to a minimum.
