Dear Lexington CUSD #7 Families:

In an effort to decrease the cost of postage, registration materials are being sent home with the oldest student in the family today.
Parents are able to return completed registration materials to the Lexington School District office throughout the summer. All
registration materials, including medical records, are due by Friday August 6. We will continue to evaluate our registration
procedures to determine ways to streamline the process. Please review the materials in the registration packet and complete them as
fully as possible. There is a sample fee sheet for your convenience.

The Elementary and JH/HS offices will officially open on Monday August 2™°. From August 2™ -- August 13" the office will be open
from 8:30 am to 3:00 pm Monday -- Friday. Regular office hours (7:45 am to 4:00 pm) will resume on Monday August 16™.

The district open house is scheduled for Wednesday August 18" from 6:00 pm to 8:00 pm. Elementary students are encouraged to
bring supplies and use the evening to set up their desks while meeting the teacher. JH/HS students may also come in to set up their
lockers.

e 7™ Grade Orientation will be Wednesday August 18" at 6:00 pm in the Learning Center.

e  Freshman Orientation will be Wednesday August 18" at 6:30 pm in the high school gym.

e There will not be a Senior Orientation Meeting.

Classes officially begin for 1¥ through 12 grade students on Thursday August 19™ at 8:15 am. We will dismiss at 11:15 am that day.
The first full day of attendance will be Friday August 20™. It will also be the first day of attendance for AM/PM Kindergarten
students.

Lunch Money -- Lunch money can be sent in with your registration. For families with two or more children, please write on the fee
sheet how much you would like each child to be credited in his/her lunch account. The secretaries will then credit your child’s lunch
account accordingly.

Other Elementary Information
e  Per the request of many parents in the past, classroom teacher lists will continue to be posted on Friday August 6, 2010 by
4:00 pm on the doors outside the entrance to the elementary school. This will allow our students to see other students in their
classes.
e  Please remember that it is helpful for our office if parents pay a minimum of two week’s ($15) to a month’s ($30) worth of
lunches at a time. This will help us eliminate the cost of sending payment reminders home with or students and forcing
students to charge lunches.

Other Junior High/High School Information
e Mrs. White will be in her office for high school schedule changes June 1% through June 7™ from 8:00 am to 3:00 pm and
again from August gt through August 13™ from 8:00 am to 3:00 pm.
e All freshmen (9" grade) students MUST have a current physical AND an updated immunization record on file in the office
by August 19" or you will not be allowed to attend school.

JH/HS Athletes: If you are going out for sports, you need:

1. A physical form (this must be completed and turned in to your coach or with registration materials before the first practice).
You cannot practice without one that is dated more than one calendar year. You can pick up a form at our office or your doctor’s
office.

2. A completed “Blue Sheet” which includes an insurance waiver and athletic code sign-off (this must be completed and turned in to
vour coach or returned with registration materials before the first practice). You cannot practice without fulfilling this
requirement. This form is included with the registration materials.

3. The $50 Athletic Fee paid prior to your first contest. This can be paid with registration fees or anytime before the first contest of
the season. YOU WILL NOT BE ABLE TO PARTICIPATE IN A CONTEST UNTIL THIS FEE IS PAID.
